Other comments:  
 
·  Generally, parents/ carers were very complimentary about the general information letters that go home 

regularly, but year group or class specific letters don’t always get home early enough for parents / carers who 
work full time to make arrangements needed.  Is this due to teachers’ workload?  How can we get these out 
earlier? 

·  A home / school diary was suggested.  Although this would obviously be too time consuming to complete for 
all children, there may be certain children / parents who would benefit from closer liaison.   (Teachers’ unions 
would advise that this is over and above the normal expectations for a teacher.) 

·  A curriculum letter at the beginning of the term would identify ways in which the learning done at school could 
be supported at home.   Also, it could inform home of particular class organisation, such as which days are 
for PE, library etc. 

·  Parents / carers were very complimentary about KS1. Is this because the children are always picked up and 
teachers take these classes into the playground at the end of the day, therefore, liaison is much more 
possible.  At KS2 sometimes children take themselves home.  Therefore, naturally, communication doesn’t 
happen so often? 

·  When competitions from outside school come in, they often don’t arrive very early, for example, the 
Christmas Hull Daily Mail competition.  Although we gave it out as soon as we received it, the closing date 
was near. Rather than have parents feel that we haven’t notified them in time, in the future, unless external 
agencies give the school at least two week’s notice, we won’t advertise them.
